Aging and Disability Services Division agen-
cy that provides support and services to chil-
dren and adults with an intellectual or de-
velopmental disabilities.

ELIGIBILITY

An individual must:
Be a legal resident of the State of Nevada

Have a diagnosis of intellectual or develop-
mental disabilities (e.g. Autism, Cerebral
Palsy, Down’s Syndrome, Epilepsy, or other
neurological impairment) and have substan-
tial limitations in adaptive functioning (e.g.
communication, self-care, home living, so-
cial skills, ete.) prior to the age of 22.
