Mr. Youngs commented that the Independent Living Council is currently working on the State Plan for Independent Living and is seeking public input while continuing through the strategic planning process. He asked for individuals interested in the SPIL to join the SPIL Development workgroup meetings. Anyone interested in more information can contact Scott Youngs or Jennifer Whitcomb. 

IV. Update from the Statewide Website Accessibility Taskforce and Possible Recommendations on Improving the Accessibility of State Websites.
Thomas Kearns, TMCC and the National Federation of the Blind

Mr. Kearns stated that the Taskforce has identified four steps to recommend to the AT Council regarding state website accessibility: 

Step 1.  Identify the State ADA coordinator, grievance procedures and policies about how to file a complaint.

Step 2. Recommend the state establish an administrative structure which may include an office or department with associated policies and procedures that discuss the issue. It would also include an advisory committee that would provide oversight and input into the process.

Mr. Rosenlund suggested articulating that the advisory committee includes people with disabilities.  

Step 3. Write a letter to the governor’s office or other applicable agency that would include background framework regarding the issue that will lay out research and personal stories from individuals with disabilities regarding the issue as well as recommendations to move this issue forward.

Step 4. Assist in providing community based training to agencies, service providers, vendors of service and people with disabilities regarding the issue.

George Mckinlay commented that in a report that was put out by the National Association of State Chief Information officers that most states in this nation address ADA up front and have full coverage of ADA in 508.  Nevada is not amongst them.  

The next step is to write a letter to the Governor and any other applicable agencies on the need of information and communication technology accessibility.  
The letter will lay out the research done by the taskforce, personal stories from those affected by the inaccessibility of websites, and how to move forward in making them accessible. 

Mr. Youngs made a recommendation to the Council, to view/ read the ada.gov website regarding project civic access with a list of all their current and past lawsuits and consent and settlement agreements regarding ADA issues.  Each portion of those settlement agreements has a part of it that specifically talks about website‑based services and programs. Mr. Youngs suggested siting a few of these kinds of sources in the letter to the Governor. 

Any further recommendations or changes in language from the council can be sent to ADSD staff to compile and bring to the subcommittee. The SWAT will continue to meet and develop the letter to the Governor.
