History of PAS subcommittee:
Historically, the PAS subcommittee had completed case reviews for PAS recipients and need for the program and discussion in regards to implementation and management of PAS services.  It was additionally used as a forum to express subcommittee member concerns.   Personal frustrations of members where frequently discussed and the subcommittee meeting became a forum to vent personal issues with the program during the transition of the PAS state program from St. Mary’s Hospital to ADSD.  

Issues:

· The previous focus of PAS subcommittee and the discussion of individual’s personal health care information is a violation of HIPAA.
· Deviation of the original purpose set for in the NAC of the PAS subcommittee to make recommendation to the Nevada Commission on Services for Persons with Disabilities (NCSPD) in regards to the provision of personal care services to persons with functional disabilities.   
· Individual issues and concerns should be brought to the attention of the specific state program personal or Medicaid to discuss and resolve issues in a formal administrative review.
· PAS CBC Social workers continue to hear complaints from a small portion of PAS recipients that believe that they received better services with St. Mary’s Hospital management of the program.  Specific complaints and concerns are addressed with the Social Service Managers.   
Change in focus of the PAS subcommittee:

· Per NRS 426.731 the subcommittee was created to make recommendation to the Nevada Commission on Services for Persons with Disabilities (NCSPD)
· Subcommittee focus needs to represent a broad range of persons with disabilities and needs to consist of a broad range of interested parties including: persons with disabilities, organizations associated with personal care for individuals with disabilities, and other associated stakeholders. 
· Subcommittee should consider benefits, care, quality, service delivery and other concerns regarding personal care services for all recipients and not only recipients of a specific program or payer source.  
Other possible direction for the subcommittee:
· Make recommendations for services and programs to assist persons with disability to – return to work, gain employments, volunteer in the community, and return to school.  Currently 10% of PAS recipients are working.
· Develop surveys for recipients, regarding the extent to which they are receiving the services described in their individual service plans and their satisfaction with those services for all state funded programs/Medicaid providing the described services - use these surveys to make recommendation to the NCSPD and the director of the Department of Health and Human Services. 
A PAS subcommittee with clear goals and direction in making recommendations for the Personal Care Services regardless of payer source could be a benefit to the community.  The subcommittee would need to consist of broader range of persons with disabilities and provider agency to consider the benefits, care and quality of all programs that provide personal care services.  

If the decision was to dissolve the Subcommittee, NRS 426.731 would need to be eliminated as it sets the creation, membership, terms of members, quorum and duties.
