Legal Services is working on legislation to: 
· Address problems in the special education dispute process, including an enforcement mechanism for resolution enforcement agreements and defining the term “multiple impairments” to allow for clearer access to services for children suffering from multiple impairments. 
· Eliminate the waitlist and access to services problems for child with autism. 
· The Interim Health Care committee voted requesting a report be made by HHS at the beginning of session
· Require that but for good cause, children with disabilities shall not be segregated onto different school buses. There are schools where all children with disabilities are automatically assigned to ride the “short bus.” This is not because of required accommodations or need. Children with disabilities should be integrated with other students for purposes of transportation.
