· SB158- Replacing the term “ward” with the term “protected person”; establishing provisions relating to the right of a protected person to communicate, visit or interact with his or her parent, child or sibling; establishing provisions regarding certain notifications concerning a protected person that a guardian is required to give to certain interested persons; establishing provisions relating to guardians of the person; establishing provisions concerning sanctions that may be imposed upon and actions that may be taken against a guardian; revising provisions relating to the appointment of a guardian ad litem to represent a protected person; removing the requirement that certain persons must inform a proposed protected person of his or her right to counsel

· SB168- Establishes the Wards' Bill of Rights. AB130, SB158, and SB168 are all bills relating to guardianship. There will be a total of seven bills. The commission is waiting for all seven bills to come out and be heard at the same time.
