8. Update Regarding the Autism Treatment Assistance Program (ATAP) Policies Regarding Insurance Assistance Funding
Samantha Jayme, ATAP Program Manager

Samantha Jayme provided updates on the Autism Treatment Assistance Program (ATAP) policies regarding insurance assistance funding. Through the insurance assistance program, ATAP reimburses up to $500 per month, not to exceed an annual limit of $6,000. This policy has been in place throughout the biennium and is being enforced it per the legislatively approved budget.

Eric Kessler stated that multiple parents and ADA providers had some concerns about the distribution of the insurance assistance funding money.

Rique Robb stated, “I'm the Deputy Administrator for Aging and Disability Services, and I previously supervised the CSPD, and I now supervise the staff that oversees this.  
And listening in today and being observant of some of the comments, I want to point out in our bylaws, 6.9, Article 9, conflict of interest. 6.9, Article 9, the conflict of interest within the bylaws.  When someone either has a potential financial gain, whether it be them personally, by the business they work for, or an agency they may work for, they need to be sure that they have disclosed that, that they're not acting on the behalf of an individual or an agency that may financially benefit. And from what I'm seeing today, there is a Commission member that may be in breach of this conflict of interest. I want to mention it now, so everyone can be aware moving afford and I would like you guys to have this on an agenda to discuss it fully as there are new members and so that everyone is fully aware of what the conflict of interest truly means. When you work for a company or an agency that may be paid by one of the ADSD programs or you may gain financial benefit based on the information you're providing as a Commission member and how that can be a conflict of interest. I would like to put that on the record, and I would like to request that you guys have an agenda item on your next meeting about conflict of interest.
