AB91	AN ACT relating to guardianships; establishing provisions concerning the sterilization of protected persons; and providing other matters properly relating thereto.                           
AB129	AN ACT relating to emergency response; requiring certain first responders to receive training concerning identifying and interacting with persons with developmental disabilities; and providing other matters properly relating thereto.
AB180	AN ACT relating to education; imposing certain requirements concerning the transportation of pupils who reside in a child care institution and pupils with disabilities; creating a rebuttable presumption that it is in the best interests of a child in foster care to enroll in the junior high school, middle school or high school in which pupils enrolled in his or her school of origin generally enroll; providing that the failure of a local education agency to furnish transportation to pupils does not affect the duties of the local education agency concerning the transportation of children in foster care; and providing other matters properly relating thereto.
AB228	AN ACT relating to services to aging and disabled persons; expanding the jurisdiction of the State Long-Term Care Ombudsman to perform certain actions to protect the health, safety, welfare and civil rights of certain persons receiving services from certain entities other than long-term care facilities; revising the duties of the Ombudsman; requiring certain such facilities and providers of services to post information relating to the procedure for making a complaint to the Ombudsman; and providing other matters properly relating thereto.

Nicole was at work and unable to give a full report although she was able to quickly say that AB339 did die in assembly, but that the CSPD might want to support in the next session in 2021.  AB91 passed.  AB480 passed the assembly and the senate.  AB471 passed. No update on SB174.  AB180 may have died.  She did not have the status of AB129 that was heard the previous day.  

Diane motioned for Nicole, David and Shelley write a letter to the Governor thanking him for his work this session around disability issues and endorsing the bills that are still in front.  Cyndy seconded.  Motion carried.

9. Update Regarding the Transportation Summit in Reno
Dawn Lyons, Program Specialist, ADSD

Dawn was able to attend a couple of the break-out sessions at the summit.  She stated that more information about the entire summit would be available on the following website: www.nevadaddcouncil.org/transportsummit/ .  She stated that it was very successful in the way of networking amongst the many transportation entities for future collaborations.

Jim agreed that the networking was the strongest part of the summit.

Dawn stated that the report had been sent out early, as promised.  Some programs did not   submit their information in time to be included and included data about increased wait lists.  

Samantha, who is the program manager for the Autism Treatment Assistance Program, stated that the wait list was over 300 days on average.  The higher wait days are primarily in Las Vegas.  Rural areas are in the 200s.  They are also looking at parent training.

Jim would like more clarification regarding how the number of wait days is calculated.  Dawn suggested that the information could be given to her and she could disseminate that to the group.
