Brian Patchett stated that he was aware of and supports a desire to keep the autism group together and mentioned talking with the Governor to get a letter to extend the group past its expiration date or create an autism subcommittee.  He feels that the CSPD has been supportive and influential in helping with autism related legislation.

He also stated that he will no longer be the chairperson of the CSPD and would be willing to assist with any needs the autism community needs.

Julie Oscrovsky stated that she would like to know how a new subcommittee would be connected to a division and what would be the purpose of the new subcommittee.

Lynda Tache stated that she agreed with most that had been said and would like the group to take a statute route for the commission but is open to hearing what it would look like under a subcommittee.

Gwen thanked the members of the CSPD for their support of autism.  She would like to know more about how the subcommittee would function.  She believes the process for considering this move to becoming a subcommittee has happened rather quickly. 

Dawn Lyons gave her cell phone number for voting members on the phone to text her their votes when it came time to vote on the Chair and Vice Chair positions.

Brian Patchett moved the election of officers to the end of the meeting.

3. Information and Updates Regarding Membership:
a. Status of New Members
Dawn Lyons introduced two new members of the CSPD; Regina Daniel and Kelli Venci.  She stated that this brings the membership to nine members.

b. Open Positions

Dawn Lyons, Program Specialist, ADSD

Dawn Lyons discussed two people interested in becoming new members.  Diane Thorkildson, who was not able to be present.  She works with NSED and is the parent of a child with a disability.  Next, she introduced Eric Kessler, who gave some information about himself.

Eric Kessler stated that he was an autism teacher in Washoe County for five years and is currently a licensed BCBA, working with the Lovas Center in Las Vegas.  He has previous autism subcommittee experience.

David Daviton motioned to put Eric Kessler’s name forward to the Directors’s office for appointment as a member of the CSPD.
Brian Patchett seconded.  The motion passed, and he was voted in.

Diane Thorkildson was tabled till the next meeting.

4. Presentation of Nominees and Vote for CSPD New Chair and New Vice Chair (For Possible Action) 
Brian Patchett, Commission Chairperson

This agenda item was moved down in the agenda.  

When this item was addressed later in the meeting, Brian Patchett thanked the group for the opportunity to serve as Chairperson and looked forward to working with the new Chairperson as well as being part of the different subcommittees.

Nicole Schomberg was elected to be the new Chairperson.

David Daviton was elected to be the new Vice Chairperson

5. Information and Updates Regarding Status of CSPD Subcommittees:
a. Subcommittee for Home and Community Based Waiver

Brian Patchett stated that while he is still the Chairperson, he would appoint some subcommittees and their members with himself as the Chairperson of those subcommittees.  He then gave background information on prior and present subcommittees.  

b. Formation of Subcommittee for Autism Services
Brian Patchett, Commission Chairperson

Brian Patchett stated that for the last year or so, there had been concern in the autism   community about what would happen to the autism commission that was appointed by the Governor.  He stated that the Governor’s Executive Order is about to expire.  He stated that the group had the idea of either joining the CSPD or forming a subcommittee with himself as the Chairperson with the goal of getting the Autism Commission reappointed.  

      There was some general discussion about how the Deaf Commission came into being.

       Brian Patchett stated that he felt that there needs to be a continued focus on autism and make sure there is a body in existence to help improve services for children and adults with autism.  He supports the idea of getting the Governor to reappoint the Autism Commission or forming a commission through the legislative process.  He proceeded to appoint a subcommittee of the CSPD to focus on autism, autism legislative issues and things that are going to help push forward autism services in Nevada.  He appointed himself and then asked for volunteers from the meeting to become members.  The following people volunteered: Kelli Venci, David Daviton, Julie Oscrovsky, Lynda Tache, Brian appointed Dr. Mario Gaspar, Gwen.
