Report to CSPD on the Nevada Commission for Persons who are Deaf, 
Hard of Hearing, or Speech Impaired 

· The Commission met for the first time in their official capacity on August 23rd, 2017.

· Other members transferred from the SOCS are: Betty Hammond, Staff/ADSD. Mike Eifert, Executive Director of the Nevada Telecommunications Association, Jeff Beardsley, Nevada Association of the Deaf.
· New member: Jason Adams, Parent of a Deaf, hard of hearing or speech impaired person.
· There are currently 3 vacancies: One for a person with experience and interest in issues for persons who are Deaf, hard of hearing or speech impaired, Relay User, and educator in the state. Unfortunately, Nick Easter with the DOE who was approved to be on the new Commission has moved to Kentucky. 
· The Commission thanked Mr. Gary Olson for his work on the SOCS (Subcommittee on Communication Services) which was a subcommittee to CSPD prior to becoming a Commission.
· The Commission is working to develop its bylaws.
· The goal is for the Commission to continue the work which began with the SOCS and their Strategic Plan. The Commission is working on goals from the Strategic Plan and various members were assigned to work on various projects from the Plan. They are working on 13 various topics related to issues experienced by persons who are Deaf, Hard of hearing and/or Speech Impaired. More topics can be added as the strategic plan is considered a living document that can be adapted as needed.  
· Ms. Rique Robb, who was recently promoted to be the Deputy Administrator for the Regional Centers will continue as the Director of the Commission.
