I. Welcome and Introductions 

Brian Patchett, Commission Chairperson

II. Public Comment (No action may be taken upon a matter raised under public comment period unless the matter itself has been specifically included on an agenda as an action item. Public comment at the beginning and end of the agenda may be limited to three minutes per person at the discretion of the chairperson.  Members of the public may comment on matters not appearing on this agenda or may offer comment on specific agenda items.  Comments may be discussed by the Board but no action may be taken.  The matter may be placed on a future agenda for action)
Mr. Mark Olsen, LTO Ventures, read his public comments into the record (Attachment A). Mr. Patchett asked for comments to be made electronically so that the CSPD can pass them along to the Administrator of the Division of Heath Care, Finance and Policy. 
Ms. Manning commented that the Governor’s Council on Developmental Disabilities will be holding a meeting on September 15th for different state agencies and managed care organizations to discuss Medicaid managed care. 
Mr. Cowen asked for the possibility of postponing item seven on the agenda until the afternoon.   

Ms. Bonie, NNCIL, commented that the Centers for Independent Living have five core services; information and referral, peer support, systems and individual advocacy, and transition. NNCIL collaborates with Pathways to Independence, Washoe County School District, Vocational Rehabilitation, and Nevada Center for Excellence in Disabilities. The center will be hosting the first NFB BELL Academy in the state next year. 
Ms. Uchel, NFB Nevada, shared with the commission that there will be a march around the University of Nevada, Reno campus to bring awareness to people with visual impairments. 
Mr. Patchett commented that both state Universities are working with programs for individuals with intellectual disabilities. These programs are instrumental in achieving an increase of individuals with disabilities in the workforce and ensuring at a higher than minimum wage income.   

III. Approval of Minutes from the May 12, 2016 Meeting (For Possible Action)
Brian Patchett, Commission Chairperson
Mr. Daviton made a motion to accept the meeting minutes from May 12th. Mr. Sasser seconded the motion. Motion passed. 

IV. Update on Caseload Evaluation Organization Numbers and Quality of Care Data, Discussion and Possible Recommendations from Commission (For Possible Action)
Jane Gruner, ADSD Administrator 
Ms. Gruner was unable to attend. Jill Berntson, ADSD Deputy Administrator, covered the caseload evaluation data for the Frail Elderly Waiver and the Physically Disabled Waiver (Attachment B). 
Both programs are operating at a 94 percent capacity rate, which is the number of slots budgeted by the Legislature. The Frail Elderly Waiver has 113 available slots with 80 people pending and an average wait time of 234 days. Physically Disabled Waiver as 44 open spots with 21 people pending. Individuals waiting on the first priority list have an average of 39 days on the wait list. Individuals considered as “priority two” are waiting an average of 225 days on the waiting list. Individuals on a “priority three” list are waiting an average of 275 days. 
Mr. Patchett asked ADSD to prepare to discuss SLA, CTC, and developmental services programs caseloads at the next CSPD meeting. 
Mr. Sasser added his concern about the waiting period for certain programs and its incompliance with Olmstead. 

Ms. Taycher asked if there has been a study on the insufficient processes that causes delay in services rather than the lack of staff. Ms. Berntson suggested creating a workgroup to analyze those processes. 

Mr. Patchett thanked Jane Gruner, ADSD Administrator who recently retired for her years of service and advocacy to the community.

Report from the Subcommittee on Legislative Issues, Discussion and Possible   Recommendations from Commission (For Possible Action)

 Jon Sasser, Subcommittee Chair
Mr. Osti started the agenda item with discussing the need for a disability compendium in the State of Nevada. A compendium is a collection of data which will specifically provide evidence based research on disabilities that can be used by any agency. Mr. Osti would like to convene the approved subcommittee to discuss what resources are needed to make the compendium a reality. 
Mr. Sasser commented that it is reaching the end of the legislative interim season. The interim committee on Seniors, Veterans and Adults with Special Needs had a final hearing on July 18th. There were five items on their final work session document; four of which passed and one will be addressed in a different way. The fifth item was a recommendation in taking the current SOCS and making it a separate commission on persons who are deaf or hard of hearing. The commission would have a different member makeup and also additional staff. The SOCS has not made a final recommendation because they are in the middle of developing their strategic plan. Senator Hardy, committee Chair, stated that he would commit a personal bill draft request in bringing forward the commission after the SOCS has completed the strategic plan. Senator Spearman also stated that she would provide a BDR if needed. There was some controversy on details of the fifth item that will be worked out down the road. 
Support was also shown for making the interpreter pool positions within the state full time state positions and better education programs for interpreters in Nevada. CSPD also asked for a letter of support sent from the interim committee to the Governor’s office and the Department of Health and Human Services around Medicaid managed care regarding the two year process that is under consideration for weather populations are moved from fee-for-service today to Managed Care. That letter was passed and sent; outlining the principles of moving new vulnerable populations into Medicaid Managed Care, consider how it is affecting current populations. 
The Interim Committee on Healthcare’s last meeting is scheduled for August 24th. Their work session document is not out yet. 
The Commission asked to invite Richard Whitely to the next CSPD meeting to present on the DHHS budgets affecting people with disabilities.  
V. Report from the Subcommittee on Communication Services and Recent Request For Proposal (RFP), Discussion and Possible Recommendations From Commission (For Possible Action)
Betty Hammond, Social Services Program Specialist, ADSD
The Deaf Centers of Nevada (DCN) was awarded approximately $1.7 million to provide advocacy and equipment distribution. Apart of DCN is Nevada Hands and Voices, a parent organization that is collaborating with state agencies. The DCN northern office will open on August 29th. The Las Vegas office is already open and doing well. 
ADSD now has an interpreter pool that includes a part time interpreter in the north with a second full time interpreter starting on the September 6th.  There are currently two open interpreter positions in the south.  ADSD is asking the SOCS to assist in the development of policies and procedures for the interpreter pool. 
The SOCS has recently welcomed two new members and currently has an opening for a representative with a knowledge and background in education.  Mr. Patchett clarified that applications for the CSPD or any subcommittees will go to the full commission for review in case there is no operating committee on nominations. Both the SOCS and the CSPD will research developing a standing code of ethics for all board or council members and how to processes any public complaints about members that have been received by the agency. Mr. Sasser recommended developing a subcommittee to review and screen any incoming complaints about a commission or subcommittee members. Mr. Patchett, Mr. Daviton and Ms. Taycher volunteered to be a part of that committee. 
VI. Update with Possible Recommendations on the Governor’s Taskforce on Integrated Employment (For Possible Action)
Brian Patchett, Commission Chairperson

The Taskforce was formed by the Governor to look at how to help employ more individuals with intellectual and developmental disabilities at minimum wage or better. Social Entrepreneurs is the contractor the Taskforce is working with to develop a ten year plan that was accepted by the Governor.
VII. Discussion and Possible Recommendations on the Commission on Services for Persons with Disabilities Membership and Recruitment (For Possible Action)
Brian Patchett, Commission Chairperson

The Taskforce on Integrated Employment has had discussions on representation and diversity of its membership. The committee is looking for four more members to fill membership vacancies. There is currently a small amount of individuals with developmental disabilities represented on the committee. 
One individual that was brought up at the last meeting for consideration to fill a vacancy was Santa Perez. 

Mr. Sasser made a motion to approve Santa Perez as a member of the Taskforce on integrated Employment. Mr. Osti seconded the motion. Motion passed. 

The CSPD has membership vacancies for persons with disabilities and or a family member of an individual with disabilities.  

The Commission also received a bio from Cyndy Gustafson who applied for the CSPD. Ms. Taycher made a motion to recommend Ms. Gustafson to the Director of DHHS to approve her membership on the CSPD. Mr. Osti seconded the motion. Motion passed. 
The commission also discussed sending letters to commission members who have not attended CSPD meetings to reassess their interest as a member. The commission chair decided to wait on reinstating the Subcommittee on Nominations until the membership vacancies of the commission are filled. 
The agenda item on membership and nominations will be tabled to the next meeting when more information on applicants can be provided.

Mr. Osti stated that he was appointed to the CSPD because his wife is legally blind; he also had a brother that was severely intellectually disabled.   
Mr. Beardsley asked if there is a deaf and hard of hearing representative on the Legislative Subcommittee. David Daviton is a member of the CSPD and representative of that population.
