As a business owner, and advocate, for persons with autism, I have grave concerns regarding the policy shift for ATAP’s Insurance Assistance Plan.  As a provider I feel that we can respond to this policy change, as proposed, in two formats.  We can “loan” the family and ATAP funds and provide services at therapeutic levels, hoping to recoup funds in future months or we can reduce access to care to align with the funding that the family can afford.  I have outlined the concurrent concerns with possible responses in the attached flow chart.
I propose that this issue is addressed with a provider focus group that can possibly address the concerns of the state agency and input the provider and family impact with the needs of the state.  We are here to help.  This provider work group could help develop a lacking internal state audit procedure for insurance claims, so that funding is utilized effectively and efficiently.
The bottom line is that this policy change will affect the children of Nevada adversely unless we address it and make changes now.  The majority of ABA Providers in the state of Nevada are small agencies and cannot be expected to bear the load nor should services be reduced to one of Nevada’s most vulnerable populations.  There are answers and we are willing to work together to find better solutions.
