I. Welcome, Roll Call and Introductions 
Gary Olsen, Chairperson

Mr. Beardsley asked for clarification on receiving the CART transcript of the SOCS meetings. Mr. Olsen explained that ADSD staff will take requests from those interested in a copy of the transcript. 

III. Approval of Minutes from the January 13, 2016 Meeting (For Possible Action)
Gary Olsen, Chairperson

Ms. Roller made a motion to approve the meeting minutes from January 13th. Mr. Schwartz seconded the motion. Motion passed. 

IV. Presentation/ Training on Open Meeting Law with Possible Discussion from the Committee
Linda Anderson, DAG, Deputy Attorney General’s Office

Ms. Anderson explained the importance of an open public meeting and the Open Meeting Law (OML). 
1. The meeting agenda must be posted three business days prior to a meeting so the public is aware and can participate. 
2. Discussions about business between members cannot occur unless it is during a public meeting.
3. Topics and conversations must follow the agenda, the Chairperson can take items out of order, but all conversations must follow the agenda. 
4. Subcommittees must also follow OML. If the Chairperson would like something done quickly, assign the task to one person instead of a group. 
If a complaint is made against the Commission on an OML violation, the Attorney General’s office will investigate and try to first correct the situation. There will be more serious consequences for willful violations, most scenarios are unintentional.

Mr. Eifert commented that the SOCS bylaws were revised in April 2014, from stating: “a quorum shall consist of a majority of the nine voting members” to “a majority of the voting members” because sometimes not all committee positions are filled. If a quorum is not present, under Nevada OML, no action can be taken. Other corrections to the bylaws were discussed and the committee determined that an item will be placed on the next meeting’s agenda to discuss bylaws further.
Ms. Anderson discussed the role of the ADSD staff that supports the Committees as creating agendas, solicit meeting materials from members, and develop required meeting minutes. Betty Hammond is the designated staff person for the SOCS and is the current contact person for agendas and meeting details.  

V. Election of Chairperson and Vice Chairperson (For Possible Action)

Ms. Hammond commented that the SOCS bylaws do not prohibit officers from repeating terms as a Chairperson as long as their membership on the Committee does not expire. Mr. Olsen explained his interest in continuing as the Committee Chair. 
Ms. Greer made a motion to vote Gary Olsen as Chairperson and Eli Schwartz as Vice-chairperson. Mr. Schwartz seconded the motion. Motion passed.

Ms. Juillerat-Olvera presented and answered questions on the establishment of an American Sign Language and Interpreting degree program (attachment A).

Gary Olsen, Chairperson
The upcoming Strategic Planning Subcommittee kickoff meeting is scheduled for April 27th. Social Entrepreneurs will provide a revised strategic plan proposal for the Committee at that meeting. The Strategic Plan will have outreach features such as; key informant interviews, stakeholder outreach, town hall meetings and statewide surveys. 
Mr. Schwartz made a motion to select three members of the public and two SOCS members to make up the Strategic Planning Subcommittee. Ms. Roller seconded the motion. 
The Committee had a discussion about the size and makeup of the planning committee. 
Ms. Schwartz removed his motion from the floor.
Ms. Roller made a motion to build a Strategic Planning Subcommittee to include four members of the public and three SOCS members. Ms. Greer seconded the motion. Motion passed. 
Mr. Schwartz made a motion to nominate Angela Greer, Cindy Roller and Eli Schwartz as SOCS representatives on the Strategic Planning Subcommittee. Ms. Greer seconded the motion. Motion passed.

Betty Hammond, ADSD

Ms. Hammond updated the committee that the ADSD electronic interpreter registry is live.  ADSD has also received seven applications for the interpreter pool positions that will cover statewide positions. 

The Communication Access Services program Request for Proposal (RFP) is out. ADSD hosted the mandatory orientation meeting and is in the process of taking questions from applicants. April 19th is the deadline for ADSD to post answers to any questions on the ADSD website. All applications are due to ADSD by 4:00 pm on May 2, 2016. ADSD will have an internal processing of applications on May 6th; proposals will then be forwarded to the review committee. Completion of that review and recommendations are due to ADSD by May 18th. ADSD’s Administrator will complete the review from the evaluation committee by May 30thand finalize the awards. ADSD staff will notify the recommended grantees by June 1st and begin grant negotiations. All budgets will be finalized and the notice of grant awards will be out by June 30th.   

The Communication Access program’s budget has been submitted to the Public Utilities Commission (PUC). The PUC’s Public Information Officer (PIO) has agreed to speak to the committee about the PUC’s process, but is unable to speak about the docket. 
The Committee is able to review ADSD’s budget for the Communication Access program. The Agency asked for $3,501,992.15; which would cover staff, all activities of SOCS, the strategic plan, advocacy and consumer services for the new fiscal year. 

Ms. Hammond stated that she conducted some research on behalf of the Committee Chair on other state deaf and hard of hearing commissions that include: New Mexico, Arizona, Kentucky, New York, and Colorado.

Ms. Hammond reported on the RFP orientation informational meeting from March 24th. One of the biggest responses from the deaf community on service gaps is employment and training.  

Mr. Olsen added that the need for a Deaf and Hard of Hearing Commission is for services specific to the Deaf community culture, education and mental health matters.
