Programs: Grant Program $50,000 to agencies to fill in gaps of services for D/HofH.
The Grant Program was created by the Colorado General Assembly. It provides funding appropriated by the General Assembly, to organizations recommended by the Grant Subcommittee, to address the following priorities of the deaf, hard-of-hearing, and deaf-blind communities:
–community access where auxiliary services and aids are made available (an exceptional reason is required as this is not to supplant the ADA);
–community planning to improve coordination and access to services (e.g., involvement of exceptional community stakeholders in conducting an environmental scan, gap analysis, priority setting and strategic planning of any program);
–start-up programs that the state lacks;
–support for existing services and programs;
–other projects that meet the overall purpose of the grant program as determined by the subcommittee.
Legal Auxiliary Services
The Legal Auxiliary Services program was created by the passage of Senate Bill 06-061 during the 2006 legislative session. This program was established to centralize and administer the provision of qualified legal interpreters and CART providers as well as assistive listening systems to ensure effective communication for deaf, hard of hearing, and deaf-blind citizens in the Colorado State Courts, probation and for court ordered treatment and therapy.
Outreach & Consultative Services
CCDHH offers a variety of resources and trainings for state and local governments, private business, community organizations, and persons who are deaf, hard of hearing, or deaf-blind. All trainings are customized to provide the most pertinent information to each group.  
Communication Access Assessment: 
The Communication Access Assessment (CAA) is a tool that the Outreach Consultative Services (OCS) provides to public or private entities; i.e., agencies, organizations, and businesses who serve or desire to serve deaf, hard-of-hearing, and deaf-blind clients/consumers or employ or intend to employ deaf, hard-of-hearing, and deaf-blind people. Completion of the CAA will enable the entities to develop a feasible plan to build their capacity to ensure appropriate, and effective access to communication.
System Advocacy:
Studies are conducted to make recommendations to the community, service providers, governmental agencies and general assembly regarding any action that may facilitate and reform or streamline the provision of community-based and general governmental services to the deaf, hard-of-hearing and deaf-blind communities.
Policy makers, administrators, service providers and community members are engaged in the process from the research phase to the implementation phase. An actionable strategic plan to guide the community with transformation of the program/service, as well as the implementation of the recommendations, is the ultimate goal of the CCDHH.
 Collaborative planning support is an integral part of system advocacy work. Efforts with community stakeholders to ensure programs are culturally and linguistically accessible are vital, as time and funding are of the essence.

Telecommunications Distribution:
The TEDP provides free telecommunications equipment and accessories to qualified deaf, hard-of-hearing and deaf-blind Colorado residents. Such equipment includes: amplified and captioned telephones, TTYs, ring signalers and amplified accessories as well as specialized telecommunications equipment for the deaf-blind. The Commission will update the telecommunications equipment available as needed.

Washington Commission for the Deaf and hard of hearing 
(Under Washington State Department of Social and Health Services).
Equipment: There are several options to choose from ranging from amplified phones for people with mild to severe hearing loss, captioned telephone equipment for people who have severe to profound hearing loss as well as text telephones for people who have no hearing or are unable to speak for themselves. We also provide the Deaf Blind Communicator (DBC) for clients who are Deaf-Blind and have the ability to read Braille. In addition to the various options, we have a few ring signaling devices as well. Choices include a signaler that has adjustable volume, tone and ring patterns or a device that causes a lamp to flash on and off to indicate that there is an incoming call. Our Deaf-Blind clients can request a vibrating ring signaler that is worn like a pager so that they can be alerted to incoming calls.

Case Management
The Regional Service Centers of the Deaf and Hard of Hearing with 7 offices throughout Washington State provide case management to people with hearing loss, their family members and the community. Case managers provide direct services to people with hearing loss and their families, working with them on how to advocate for equal access opportunities to programs and services offered by nonprofits, businesses and government agencies. Case managers work with clients to obtain reasonable accommodations to meet individuals' communication needs. Case managers also coordinate other services with nonprofits and government agencies and provide education & training so clients can fully participate and benefit.
