Update on changes within the Registry of Interpreters for the Deaf
The Registry of Interpreters for the Deaf (RID) is a professional membership organization of sign language interpreters.  Their primary duty was to develop and administer testing and to issue certification. These dual roles have been cited as being a conflict of interest for the same body to develop and administer testing and confer certification and certification maintenance.   www.rid.org
On August 8, 2015, RID announced it would have a moratorium on all certification testing beginning January 1, 2016 to allow the time necessary to complete a risk assessment and decide how to move forward.  The main reason for the moratorium was that, according to the results of an Organizational Assessment completed in June 2015, the primary concern of members was the testing system, citing a long list of concerns ranging from operational inefficiencies, to pass rates, to general validity and reliability. Based on the results of the Testing and Certification Risk Assessment (November 1, 2015), RID decided to create an autonomous subsidiary company to develop and administer testing.  RID will be responsible for conferring certification.  The testing moratorium has been lifted as of July 1, 2016. Test administration is scheduled to resume October 1, 2016. 	The principal activity of the Company shall be the development and administration of knowledge and/or performance tests that measure the proficiency of an individual to interpret between deaf individuals who use sign language and individuals who speak English. 
The interpreter tests developed and administered are solely for the purposes of the Registry of Interpreters for the Deaf (RID) national certification and will not serve as an alternative credentialing option to regulatory entities.

RID provides the number of exams administered during the fiscal year.  Accompanying this information is the number of exams that received a passing score.  Between FY14 and FY15, RID has not made any changes to our exams or scoring processes.  Therefore, any changes from year-to-year are a reflection of the overall preparedness of those individuals who chose to take the exam during a specific time-frame. This includes education, partaking in mentorship programs, experience, etc.
This chart reflects the number of exams administered, not the number of people who took the exam. Per RID’s policies, candidates can retake an exam after a waiting period of six months.  Therefore, it is possible that an individual could take the same exam twice in the same fiscal year.
