· Committee on Seniors, Veterans and Adults with Special Needs
The Committee on Seniors, Veterans and Adults with Special Needs will be meeting on April 28th, the agenda includes a panel discussion on inadequacy of rates paid to providers of services to persons with disabilities through Medicaid, discussion on Medicaid Managed Care, funding for independent living services, update on Senior and Disability Rx and a presentation on residential facilities. 

· Committee on Health Care
The Legislative Interim Committee on Healthcare will be meeting March 23rd . The only budget item that is specific to individuals with disabilities is an update on the federal cooperative agreement for expansion and sustainability of the comprehensive community mental health services for children with serious emotional disturbances. Mr. Sasser will bring any essential information from that meeting back to the Legislative Subcommittee. 

The following Health Care Committee meeting will be on April 20th. Mr. Sasser and Ms. Crandy have worked collaboratively on submitting a request for a review and update on providing ABA services to kids with autism to Chairman Oscarson. Suggestions were made for two panels; one of state personnel and one of advocates. They also provided Mr. Oscarson with a series of suggested questions that state personnel should cover. 
Mr. Olsen stated that he has been in contact with Mr. Oscarson about the goal of establishing a Commission for the Deaf and hard of hearing people in the state, expansion of the Legislative plan for captioning and the Interpreter training program. Mr. Sasser suggested those topics be brought up to the Committee on Seniors, Veterans and Adults with Special Needs whose Chairman is Senator Hardy.   

· Committee on Education
The National Federation for the Blind Nevada chapter’s proposal for braille education was not put on the Committee’s agenda, but there was public testimony and a presentation asking for the committee’s support.

The Executive branch’s opening session on developing the budget was two weeks ago. The funding anticipated for the next session is flat, with no expectation of increases or that the Governor will be supporting any new tax increases. There will be exceptions to the flat budget such as caseload growth or legal mandates. There is the ability for agencies to ask for a few enhancements for new programs or expanded programs. The Governor’s office wants to control which enhancements are requested. Each agency is supposed to prepare a contingency budget with a five percent cut. Mr. Sasser suggested a meeting with ADSD administration to discuss budget priorities and for an update on what is thought to be generated by the surcharge and the potential budget for those programs in the next two years. 
Ms. Robb stated the projection for the surcharge is to stay at three cents, but will have an update from the Communication Access program at the next meeting. 

Ms. Sasser asked that an agenda item be added to the next full Commission meeting that includes a Discussion from ADSD and other divisions within the Department of Health and Human Services on budget items going forward.

Mr. Sasser and Mr. Patchett will reach out to Assemblywoman Woodbury, Chairperson of the Committee on Education, regarding an update on the impact of SB13. 

Ms. Bryant informed the Committee that there have been a lot of things going on about guardianship nationally. The Department of Justice has a compliant pending about people with disabilities not being represented when they go for guardianship.  Nevada Supreme Court is one of the states that received a letter from the Disability and Abuse Project. It is in the Nevada statute for people with disabilities to have an attorney appointed at guardianship, but it has not been done.  Tom Coleman is responsible for a lot of these discussions and is asking for the CSPD to write a letter to the DOJ about the issue. Mr. Sasser commented that there is a Supreme Court Commission on Guardianship who will be making recommendations for the next Legislative session and have had discussions regarding the lack of representation at those meetings. Mr. Sasser will make sure that the issue goes to the Supreme Court Commission on Guardianship and suggested that the item be brought up at the next CSPD meeting to vote on.
