Minutes

I. Welcome, Roll Call and Introductions

A quorum being present, Ms. Bonie called the meeting to order at 11:00 a.m.

There were no comments from the public.

III. Approval of the Minutes from the May 8, 2014 Meeting (For Possible Action)

Ms. Curry made a motion to approve the minutes as written.  Mr. Zone seconded.  Motion carried.

Ms. Kemp said she will now be the support person at ADSD for the SILC, with Mr. Rosenlund taking on more responsibilities with the Assistive Technology program.  

It was noted the dates on the cover page of the SPIL should be changed to Federal Fiscal Years 2014, 2015 and 2016.

Ms. Kemp went through the SPIL and noted the changes made (see attached).  Highlighted sections reflect the changes.  

The budget section reflects changes in ADSD staffing for the SILC with up to 50 percent of Ms. Kemp’s and Ms. Scully’s time to go to support of the Council.  Major items for Ms. Kemp include working on the goals noted in the SPIL and expanding membership of the SILC, including producing an orientation packet for new members.  Ms. Kemp noted the staff changes take place immediately.

Ms. Mason said the SPIL is on a Federal Fiscal Year which runs from October 1 to September 30, and this is still the first year of the plan.  She said amendments to the budget can still be made for this year as well as the next two.  This should include how Part B funding is spent.  Ms. Mason added that spending of Part B money should reflect the efforts put into it.

Ms. Kemp explained that for year’s two and three of the plan, The $300,000 for SILC resources includes training, support of meetings, and Worker’s Compensation for SILC members; IL Services include ADSD operating costs, funding RAGE and C*A*R*E Chest, and cost allocation for additional ADSD staff time.

Ms. Valentine said State General Funds will increase the amount to the SILC under resources by $10,000.  This will help with funding training and costs associated with travel to SILC meetings.  The $201,000 noted in the table will also go to these expenditures.  Overall support of funding will have increased with the same amounts available for both year’s two and three.

Ms. Mason said the Centers for Independent Living (CIL) received $200,000 this year.  Ms. Bonie said it has not been received yet and don’t know when it will be.  That amount will need to be added to the General CIL Operation.

Ms. Mason asked if it’s appropriate for staff time to be in the SILC services plan, and proposed that it really should be in the resource area.  Ms. Kemp referred to page 30 of the SPIL where there is $10,000 added to put into ADSD staff costs and increases the amount to $80,000.

Ms. Kemp asked about training, what does the SILC want to suggest.  ADSD recommends that someone from the SILC attend trainings specifically related to SILC activities.

Ms. Mason suggested the Council look at staffing, meetings and the possibility that interpreters may be needed, then if funds for resources can be used for services if they’re available.  Ms. Kemp said yes, although there are processes in place that need to be followed.  

Ms. Mason suggested the SILC put on record that “we are going to aggressively fund the SILC to cover potential occurrences so that we are not in jeopardy of unsupported meetings or unsupported training that we value, and our staff support that we value, and anything left over, come a certain period of time – perhaps July, we’ll leave that up to staff – that those funds then are moved to Direct Services and it’s at ADSD’s discretion what Direct Services, long as it’s a Direct Service, those funds are being utilized for.”

Ms. Valentine asked Ms. Mason if she’d like to see that $10,000 increased by 10 or 15 percent?  Ms. Mason asked what it costs for an interpreter, and it just takes some fine tuning to see what it costs to hold a SILC meeting.  She said the amount for training seems adequate, but may need to be increased in years two and three once what is available is investigated.

Mr. Zone said he’s not comfortable with some of the numbers and definitions of certain things, such as on page 27 private sector service entities.  He said that seems wrong.  He’s had some dealings with Easter Seals and RAGE and doesn’t think they are private sector since funding comes from grants.  Ms. Bonie explained that private sector means they aren’t a government entity.  Mr. Zone said he doesn’t agree with that definition if they get funding from the Federal Government and the SILC.  He asked for more of a breakdown of what funding goes for, how much goes to Easter Seals, RAGE and C*A*R*E Chest.  Ms. Bonie said these groups have made presentations to the SILC before and the Council can request that again.  Ms. Kemp said most of the expenditures go towards home and vehicle modifications, but also to staff time to develop independent living plans, and working with clients.  Ms. Mason asked that documentation of money spent on Direct Services be sent to each Council member, and that grants are public and copies can be requested.  Ms. Kemp will look into getting that information together to send to SILC members.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Mr. Zone made a motion to approve the SPIL with the changes discussed today.   Ms. Curry seconded.  Motion carried.

Ms. King asked for more information on how goals will be accomplished, especially relating to the one on services to the blind and visually impaired.  The  SPIL notes a Web Portal will be in place and she asked if this will be the only way to access services.  Ms. Valentine said without funding in place that is as specific as can be right now, adding that any additional comments and concerns should be emailed to her.

Ms. Mason noted she would like to hear constructive comments and recommendations.  She said the SILC needs to inform their constituents that all SILC meetings are public and waiting until the Public Hearing to express their concerns is not the best time to come forward.  Comments can be made at any meeting.
