I. Welcome, Roll Call and Introductions

Lisa Bonie, Chairperson
A council quorum was not met. The meeting will continue but there will be no deliberating, voting, or questions asked.

Ms. Curry asked for the website link for the RSA 704 report training. Mr. Rosenlund will follow up on the request. She also asked if a legislative update from Jack Mayes could be added to the next meeting agenda. 

Ms. Mason commented that she is no longer a member of the AT Council. Her purpose on the council was to make it operational and align its activities with the grant funding from Vocational Rehabilitation. Mechelle Merrill has taken Ms. Mason’s seat on the Council. Ms. Merrill is the Bureau Chief and has experience with services, clients and collaboration, which is who the SILC is trying to serve. She thanked the Council and stated she will still be attending meetings and happy to help where she can.

IV. Review and Possible Approval of SILC By-laws updated DRAFT with Changes in the Workforce Innovation and Opportunity Act (WIOA).  (For Possible Action)

Ms. Kemp stated that the draft of SILC bylaws reflects changes by the Workforce Innovation Opportunity Act (WIOA). There will continue to be more regulations, interpretations and guidance coming out of WIOA in the near future. Ms. Kemp read through the corrections she has made to the bylaws (Attachment A). 
Council members will review changes on their own and discuss any questions or suggestions at the next meeting. 

Ms. Robb commented that there are some significant overall changes needed to the bylaws and reminded Council members to align any alterations they consider to remain within WIOA regulations. Any questions from members will be sent to only ADSD staff member, Desiree Bennett. Those questions and recommendations will be brought to the next SILC meeting and be discussed with a quorum of members present. 
V. Review and Make Recommendations to the State Plan for Independent Living (SPIL) Goals, Objectives and Activities.  (For Possible Action)

Ms. Kemp read through the goals and objectives of the State Plan for Independent Living (Attachment B). 
There has been a long established collaboration between the older blind and the state independent living services/ assistive technology services program. ADSD is working with DETR to review with the older blind staff to reestablish the ground work of how to access both programs and collaboration efforts. 
Objective D3 is directed toward deaf services and will need to be on target for 2016. Revisions to the bylaws will be available at the next meeting. 
VI. Report on the SILC Budget with the SILC to Make Possible Recommendations.

Ms. Kemp read through the SILC budget document (Attachment C). The budget goes hand in hand with how money is spent in regards to the goals and activities of the SPIL. The SILC and its workgroup spent eight months amending the state plan this year, changing the second and third years of the current state plan. It took an additional three to four months to get that approved. 
The SILC needs to establish an approval process for expending money on trainings or conferences for council members.
