The Aging and Disability Services Division, Disability Services Unit is seeking proposals for the Positive Behavior Supports grant.
Scope of Work: 

The purpose of this grant is to provide caregiver and family support and intervention using the principals of positive behavior supports.  The target population area are Seniors age 60 and older, particularly those who are experiencing dementia or other behavioral changes such that behavior based interventions and strategies could lead to safer and stable relationships with caregivers and family members.

The scope of work should detail development of a plan to provide this type of caregiver support and training, development of the training or intervention that can be implemented within the grant cycle on a pilot basis, and a plan for sustainability of the program.  The sustainability plan should include a model where the Aging and Disability Services Division or other community partners could continue this type of family and caregiver support beyond the life of the grant.
